3.1 Loading, useful packages

To use tikzbrickfigurines, simply use \usepackage{tikzbrickfigurines}.

Loaded packages are tikz, simplekv, xstring, ifthen, listofitems, graphicx, etoolbox and calc.
Loaded libraries are shapes.geometric,bbox,decorations,decorations.pathmorphing,calc.

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5.3 The optional logo

Due to scaling process, a global scale is applied to whole figure (with the TikZ option
transform shape). So every node is scaled too.
The special key scale logo=... can adjust most precisely the logo!

There’s three methods in order to place a logo:

* boolean custom logo and key logo=... with the same global scale;
* boolean display logo and key logo=... with a cancel scale;
* key adjusted logo=... to adjust in the sweat.
